The Cotswold Navigation Rally, Sunday 16th July 2023 
 

FINAL INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1. The Vintage Minor Register Cotswold Scenic Tour will start at Ye Olde Hobnails Inn, Little 
Washbourne (OS150/991332).  Entrants should arrive between 8 a.m. and 9 a.m., but the 
earlier the better as this will give you time to plot the route and partake of anything from hot 
drinks to bacon butties to full English breakfasts which will be available at the pub (no need to 
book). 

 
1. Upon arrival at Ye Olde Hobnails, report to the Start Marshals who will give you your Route 

and Clue Cards, as well as a sealed envelope containing explicit route instructions.  The 
purpose of this envelope is to provide you with clear route instructions, should you need them.  
However, unsealing this envelope will automatically transfer you to the Scenic Tour.  Your 
envelope will be checked at the conclusion of the Rally by the Finish Marshals. 

 
2. There is no timing element to the Rally, so there is no need for stopwatches or other timing 

devices. 
 

3. Entrants will be divided into the following Classes: 
 

1. General entries – competing for various prizes 
 
2. Minors and M Types – competing for the Roy Hogg Trophy 
 
3. Minor and Austin 7 teams – competing for the Lewis & Nicholson Compass 

 
4. Team award – the Nymph Trophy 

 
4. All cars entered must carry valid insurance and be road legal. 

 
5. You will require Ordnance Survey Landranger map number 150 (any edition). 

 
6. There will be a lunch stop at Coughton Court (OS150/080607).  Please see lunch details below. 

 
7. The Rally will conclude at Stanway House (OS150/060323) where cream teas will be available 

and we will be treated to the traditional launching of the 300 foot gravity fountain.  On arrival, 
Navigation Rally entrants should report to one of the Finish Marshals and hand in their 
completed Clue Card and sealed route envelope. 

 
8. Results will be calculated and awards presented after the cream teas have been served.  Teas 

should ideally be ordered in advance – contact the Register for further details if you have not 
already done so.   



 
9. If you have pre-ordered cream teas, your tickets will be posted to you in early July.  Simply 

hand them in at the kitchen to claim your teas.  If you didn’t order teas, there should be a few 
spares on the day which you can order directly from the tea ladies. 

 
10. After the conclusion of the Rally, competitors and marshals are warmly invited to a Farewell 

evening at Ye Olde Hobnails Inn, Little Washbourne, starting around 6 p.m.  If you would like 
to book a table for dinner, please call 01242/621259. 

 
11. The Marshals’ word shall be final, but they may be open to bribery with beer!
